He graduated with a wide range of subjects like
Philosophy, Politics and Economics from the
Lincoln College, Oxford, with a first in 2001. Along

In 2006 he did his masters
in Business Administration from the Stanford
University, where he was a Fulbright Scholar.

Sunak grew up in a medical-science background where
most people’s expectation from him were for him to become
a Science or medical student.

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DEMOLITION OF TWIN TOWERS

Apex and Ceyane- the two 100
metre supertech twin towers of
Noida were demolished at 2.30
pm on August 28, 2022 as per a
Supreme Court order that found
their construction in violation
